Will, a longtime resident of Mundelein was born Willis George Fletchedan. 12, 1923, in Belding,
Mich.,and died Aug. 12, 2010, in Island Lake, Ill. He was preceded in death by hisfejiJean W.

ill was born in 1923 in Belding,

Michigan. Following graduation

from high school, Will entered
the naval reserve in 1942 as World War II
began. In 1943, Will began active duty and
completed a year at Alma College. While in
the Navy, Will attended midshipman’s
officers’ school in Plattsburg, New York
and was assigned to a landing ship tank
(LST) in the South Pacific in 1944 until VJ
Day in August 1945. Will also served in the
Marshall Islands until his discharge in 1946.

Will received his BA degree in
history and political science from Michigan
State in 1947, followed by an MA degree
from Northwestern University in 1951.
After working for the State of Michigan’s
State Civil Defense program for a year, Will
returned to Chicago where he worked for an
insurance company for the next 15 years.
During that time, he also attended night
school because he had a strong interest in
becoming a teacher.

In 1968, Will became a fifth grade
teacher at Washington School in Mundelein
and taught eighth grade social studies at a
Mundelein middle school before retiring in
June 1991.

Will’s interest in photography
began at age 15. At that time, he was using
an old Kodak bellows camera. Then he got
a Detrola camera which used 127 film
which split to give 24 shots—black and
white, of course. “With this camera, I took
pictures of a covered bridge, scenes at
Mackinac Island, and a number of what I
believed were ‘arty’ subjects,” Will
His mother, who was also
interested in photography, encouraged him
to focus on composition.

Today, Will’s photography interests
are flowers and scenics. “I want to shoot

more wildlife, probably an influence from
my father who was a birder and my mother
who was an amatuer naturalist,” he
explains. Will’s favorite photography
areas include Michigan’s Upper Peninsula
and northwestern lower peninsula area,
New Mexico, Arizona, Texas, and in
Florida, Fort Myers and Sanibel Island.
“I’d like to go to Glacier National Park,
Joshua Tree National Park, Washington,
Oregon, Alaska, Costa Rica, and Belize”
he says.

Will, who has taken several photo
trips with Rod Planck, John Gerlach and
Larry Michaels, sees his greatest photo
challenge as contolling his backgrounds.
His photo goals are “to expand my wildlife
photography and to continue to make
progress in the challenge to get that really
great shot.”

For the new photographer, Will
advises, “Overcome your frustrations and
develop patience — this will take years —
and take the time to learn from your
mistakes.”

Will was one of the founding
members of Riverwoods and is also a
member of the Lake County Camera Club.
He is a consistent Riverwoods award
winner and enjoys associating with and
learning from the members.

Will is also a Civil War buff and
the father of two sons and a daughter.
